Setting the Pace
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Paul Taylor, Bicycle Indiana member since 1996, Bike
Michiana Coalition secretary, husband, father of three,
grandfather of four, and lifelong bicyclist, was awarded the
2008 Northern Indiana Leadership Award. This honor from
Bicycle Indiana was because of his contributions toward
improving cycling in Indiana.
We asked Paul a few questions about his bicycling "career",
his legislatiive work, and his aspirations - here's the story:
BI: Tell me a little about your bicycling career, tours, clubs,
commuting, etc?
PT: I've always ridden a bike, except for the period between
my 16th birthday and about the age of 22 when a bicycle was
not cool.  I started commuting while in my mid 30's and
haven't stopped. I have enjoyed self contained touring around
the Midwest, but my greatest tour was coast to coast with 5
other cyclists.
BI: What were you hoping to gain with the proposed
legislature?
PT: I've done enough traveling to see how bike-friendly some
states and countries are. I want to move my home state in
that direction.
BI: Why did you take on the role as "team lead"?
If not me, who. If not now, when.
BI: What did you enjoy most about the process?
PT: I'll never forget the elation I felt when I learned that the
bill had been approved in Senate committee, and sent to the
full Senate. Each time the bill took a step forward, I felt really
rewarded, but that first leap from committee to floor was
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exceptional. I also got to know and work with some really fine
people: too many to list, but Nancy Tibbett and Senator John
Broden are at the top.
BI: What did you find the least enjoyable about the process?
PT: It was tough not knowing what was going on at the
Capitol. The bill took on a life of its own, and  the team didn't
have as much control as I would have liked.
BI: What are your plans for the next session?
PT: We've already started planning for next year's campaign.
We will benefit from the mistakes we made this year.
BI: Anything else you'd like to share:
PT: I admire the work Bicycle Indiana is doing, am proud to
be associated with the organization, and really appreciate the
Leadership Award.

BI: We admire Paul as well and congratulate him once again
for being Bicycle Indiana's recipient of the Northern Indiana
Leadership Award.
